 Electronic door handle for internal doors –
perfect integration into the blueSmart product range



Thanks to the preassembly of components performed  at 

the factory, mounting at the door is very easy: After removal 

of the existing door handle set the electronic fi tting is fi xed 

by screws, using the DIN drill holes in the door lock in a tor-

sion-proof way. This is achieved without needing addition-

al cabling or damaging the door sash. A quick-installation 

guide and a video animation provide complementary sup-

port for the mounting process. Likewise, changing the handle 

direction from DIN left to DIN right and replacement of the 

battery can be performed with a standard tool in just a few 

simple steps.

If organisational structures and access requirements in the 

building need to be changed in the course of time, it is pos-

sible to extend your locking system at any desired time to 

match the current demands. To this end blueSmart off ers a 

whole product world.

Our wireless electronic door handles are tremendously versa-

tile: Whether it’s internal doors with mortice lock or self-lock-

ing automatic locks, the communication always takes place 

rapidly and contact-free by means of authorised blueSmart 

keys, key tags and identifi cation cards.
